1) Biblical Studies: Biblical Studies is a scholarly presentation of the witness to faith and of the
theological views of the biblical writers in the context of the covenant people, Israel, and the early
Church. Courses deal with background and history, ethics and doctrines, and with proper methods
of interpretation
